IPAA Tasmania Forum – a conflict of interest?
with The Hon Murray Kellam AO

Chief Commissioner, Integrity Commission of Tasmania
In the inaugural Integrity Commission Annual Report, Murray Kellam noted:
“a considerable number of complaints relate to a perception of conflict of interest on the part of those complained about. It is inevitable in a state with a population the size of Tasmania that conflict of interest will arise regularly in the course of decision-making.
However, the fact of a conflict of interest arising does not, by itself, demonstrate the existence of misconduct. What is necessary is an understanding throughout the public sector of what conflict of interest is, and what appropriate and transparent processes are necessary to deal with conflict of interest when it is reasonably perceived to arise”

In this presentation Murray will share his views on this important, yet often misunderstood issue.

Murray Kellam graduated from Monash University in 1973 and practised as a solicitor in Melbourne until 1977 when he signed the roll of the Victorian Bar.  He was admitted to practice in all States and territories in Australia. He was appointed Queens Counsel in Victoria in 1991 and in Tasmania in 1992.
He was appointed a judge of the County Court in 1993 and a justice of the Supreme Court of Victoria in 1998.  He was subsequently appointed as the inaugural President of the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal, a position he held from 1998 until 2003.  He was appointed to the Court of Appeal in 2007, resigning in 2009.

Apart from his judicial activities, Murray has long had an interest in legal and judicial education, particularly in developing countries. He has led teaching teams in Bangladesh, Cambodia, Palau, Fiji and Papua New Guinea. He has been involved as a presenter of Ethics Programs for judges and magistrates throughout Australia.  He has undertaken mediation training at Harvard University and has been involved in the delivery of mediation training to the judiciary in Papua-New Guinea and a number of Pacific Island Countries.

On behalf of UNICEF he has provided training to lawyers, police, magistrates and judges on juvenile justice issues in Bangladesh, Mongolia and Myanmar. He was appointed Adjunct Professor in the Faculty of Business and Economics, Monash University in July 2009, where he has a special interest in business ethics and in the international obligations of Australian business to comply with anti-corruption requirements and to promote corporate social responsibility. He was appointed the inaugural Chief Commissioner of the Integrity Commission in October 2010.
